Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Introduction to Drawing
· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes
· VA Standards of Learning:


Visual Arts 6.2 The student will use the principles of design, including proportion, 



rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, and unity, to express ideas and create 



images.

· Context: This lesson is the first in a three part unit on drawing and perspective. In this lesson students are introduced to basic drawing techniques and vocabulary terms that are associated with drawing.
· Global Themes: As a part of the exploration of art, in the sixth grade, students will be introduced to a drawing unit. Students in the sixth grade need to be exposed to all forms of art media, to help them determine if they will want to continue with art in later grades. This unit on drawing is the first form of art media that they will be exposed to.
Context Objectives
· The student will complete a K-W-L chart based on what they know, want to know and have learned, during the class block, on drawing and perspective.
· The student will practice pencil modeling techniques such as cross-hatching, stippling, and round scribbles.
· The students will create a value scale to show a differentiation in gradations from light to dark.
· The student will identify and distinguish terms associated with perspective through the viewing of several masterwork examples.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative

· The teacher will assess the student’s prior knowledge of drawing and perspective terms based on their K-W-L charts.
· The teacher can assess student understanding of pencil modeling techniques and the value scale based on their practice drawings from the class block.
· Students will be assessed on their ability to follow the teacher’s directions when doing their practice activities and watching the Khan Academy video.
· Students will be assessed on their knowledge of the elements of design, based on responses to teacher questions.
Summative

· Students will complete a one-point perspective drawing by the end of the unit (third class block), using pencil modeling techniques. Students will follow a designated rubric.

· Advanced Preparation: In advance the teacher will need to set out the drawing supplies for the pencil modeling technique vocabulary illustrations and value scales, make sure that enough handouts have been copied for the class. The teacher will also print out copies of the PowerPoint presentation for those students who need them. The teacher will lastly have to make sure that the computer, projector, screen, and PowerPoint presentation are already functional before the class block starts.

	The teacher begins class instruction by showing examples of famous artist sketches on the PowerPoint and then starts instructing upon the pencil modeling techniques. The teacher will have the students take 5 minutes to sketch each of the techniques on paper she provides. {assistance}
Gesture Sketch

Straight Lines

Contour Lines

Cross-Hatching

Stipples or Dots

Side of the Pencil, blended and with eraser highlights

Back and Forth Marks

Round Scribbles

The teacher will show an example of a value scale and instruct the students to complete a practice scale.

The teacher introduces perspective to the students, along with the vocabulary terms associated with the topic. {assistance}

	The students will create vocabulary illustrations of each of the pencil modeling techniques described by the teacher. The student will take notes in their sketchbooks, when necessary.
The student will draw a gesture sketch.

The student will sketch using straight lines.
The student will create a contour drawing.
The student will sketch using cross-hatching.
The student will create a sketch using stipples or dots

The student will create a sketch using the side of their pencil

The student will create a sketch using back and forth marks.

The student will create a sketch using round scribbles.
The student will create a quick practice value scale.

The student takes notes in their sketchbook on perspective and the vocabulary terms.

The students will be asked to review the vocabulary terms and techniques learned in this class block to be used in the next class block. Students must complete one sketch per pencil modeling technique to continue their practice of these techniques.

	Prior Knowledge and NEW Instructional Content

	Prior Knowledge: Students have already studied the elements of design and are expected to identify them when asked. These elements are:

1. proportion 

2. rhythm

3. balance

4. emphasis

5. variety

6. unity

New Instructional Content: In the class block, students will be introduced to pencil modeling techniques and be asked to practice them in class. (see the image examples in the PowerPoint presentation) Those techniques are as follows:
1. Gesture Sketch: a quick drawing that captures the gestures and movements of the object.
2. Straight Lines
3. Contour Lines: lines that define the outer edges of forms and surfaces within a form, such as shapes or wrinkles and folds.
4. Cross-Hatching: shading created by crossed parallel lines.
5. Stipples or Dots: uses patterns of dots to create values and value gradation.
6. Side of the Pencil and Side of the Pencil: blended with eraser highlight.
7. Back and forth marks: which gradually build up darker.

8. Round Scribbles
Students will be asked to produce a practice value scale to help them further understand the correct uses of value, when executing pencil modeling techniques. A value scale is the range from white through gray to black modified gradually. (see the image example in the PowerPoint presentation)
Students will also be introduced to perspective, its two types, and the terms associated with it.

· Perspective: The representation of three-dimensional objects on a flat surface to produce the same impression of distance and relative size as that received by the human eye.

· Atmospheric or Aerial Perspective: The diminishing of color intensity to lighter and duller hues to give the illusion of distance.

· Linear Perspective: A technique of creating the illusion of depth on a flat surface.

· One-Point Perspective: A way to show three-dimensional objects on a two-dimensional surface, using one vanishing point.

· Vanishing Point: In linear perspective, the point on the horizon line at which all receding parallel lines converge.

· Horizon Line: The line at which sky and earth meet.

· Orthogonal Lines: Lines imagined to be behind and perpendicular to the picture plane. The orthogonal lines in a picture appear to recede toward a vanishing point on the horizon line.

	The teacher will print out the PowerPoint for students who need them, allowing for students to take notes next to each slide.
Students are to draw what they see or they can even copy the teacher example, just to make sure that they have understood the term for their vocabulary term illustrations.

Students are encouraged to practice their note-taking skills, while watching the video.
	Anticipatory Set:
· K-W-L activity on what students already know about drawing
Lesson Development:

· PowerPoint presentation going over pencil modeling techniques
· Students practice pencil modeling techniques
· PowerPoint continued to go over a value scale
· Students practice with a value scale
· Teacher introduces perspective and terms associated with it.
Closure:

· Students watch Khan Academy Video: Linear Perspective: Brunelleschi’s Experiment
· Students complete their K-W-L chart, filling in the section on what they learned.
	Students might be asked to complete a WIKA chart instead of the K-W-L chart.
In their vocabulary illustrations, students would be challenged to draw textures, such as animal fur, feathers, etc.

When creating their value scales, students might be challenge to use drawing pencils, instead of a regular pencil.

Students are challenged to write summary of what they have seen in the video. 


PAR Connections:
· Engages reader’s prior knowledge= Yes, the students are encourage to recall what they already know through a K-W-L chart and follow by the elements of design in their pencil modeling technique vocabulary illustrations.
· Uses communication skills = Yes, students are encourage to communicate with the teacher and their classmates as they complete their vocabulary illustrations.
· Respects & uses students’ discourse patterns= Yes, through the use of the K-W-L chart, vocabulary illustrations, PowerPoint images, and Khan Academy video.
