Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Introduction to Italian Renaissance WebQuest

· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· AIII.13 the student will compare and analyze relationships between styles and cultures, using an expanded art vocabulary.

· AIII.14 The student will identify the distinguishing features that place a work of art within a particular style, region, or period.

· AIII.18 The student will use an expanded art vocabulary related to design, composition, aesthetic, concepts, and art criticism when discussing works of art.

· Context: This lesson is part one of a three class block WebQuest, in which students are asked to develop a Google Earth tour based upon an Italian Renaissance artist’s work. Students will also be asked to give background information on their artist which they have chosen. Students have been learning about the Italian Renaissance throughout the semester and this WebQuest is a summative activity to determine what they have learned.

· Global Themes: Students in an Art III class are just beginning to research artists that could possibly influence their own works of art. They need to be able to discuss artists and their style of artwork in order to later inform their critiques and dialogue between them and other artists. 

Content Objectives
· The student will complete a KWL chart based upon what they know, want to know, and have learned during this day of instruction.
· The student and their partner will focus on one artist from the Italian Renaissance, during the WebQuest.
· The student will research and compile background information on their Italian Renaissance artist.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative:

· Students will complete the K and W sections of their KWL chart, as a part of their anticipatory set.

· The teacher will use a process rubric to make sure that students are following their assigned task on day one.

· The students will complete process day one in the class time allotted to them.

· Students will complete the L section of the KWL chart for closure to show what they have learned about their artist, during the class block.

· Teacher will collect the students’ process packets at the end of the class block to check over them to make sure that students were keeping on task and using their time wisely.

· Students will produce an artist tour of Italy, focusing in on one artist per partner group from the Italian Renaissance.

The teacher will have prechosen twelve artists from the Italian Renaissance and preselected partner groups, with their artist assignment. The teacher will have printed out class sets of Process packets for the class to use over the next three class blocks. Lastly the teacher will have copied the KWL chart for students to use in their Anticipatory set.

	The teacher will hand out to students a KWL chart. The teacher will ask the students to fill out the K and W sections of the chart. The teacher will have also written on the whiteboard (blackboard) the names of the artists to be used in the WebQuest, so the students have some names to question in the W section of their charts.  


	The students will fill out the K section of their chart based upon what they already know about the Italian Renaissance. They will then fill out the W section based upon questions they have on the artists listed on the board.

	The teacher will introduce students to the WebQuest.

The teacher will instruct students on Process Day 1 and go over the rubric for day 1.  (see Process Day 1 in the Lesson Organizer)

The teacher will partner students of, give them their artist, and instruct them on their roles for the WebQuest.
The teacher roams the classroom to answer student questions as necessary
	Students will pull up the WebQuest on their computers and wait for further teacher instruction.

The students will take Process Packet and look through it to make sure they understand the teacher’s directions.

Students will move to sit next to their WebQuest partner and chose which role they would like for day one.

Students complete Day one of the WebQuest’s Process. 



	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will ask the students to fill out the L section of their KWL chart from the beginning of class.  


	Students will fill out the L section of their chart based upon the information learned while doing Process Day one of their WebQuest.

Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Italian Renaissance WebQuest, Day Two
· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· AIII.13 the student will compare and analyze relationships between styles and cultures, using an expanded art vocabulary.

· AIII.14 The student will identify the distinguishing features that place a work of art within a particular style, region, or period.

· AIII.18 The student will use an expanded art vocabulary related to design, composition, aesthetic, concepts, and art criticism when discussing works of art.

· Context: This lesson is part two of a three class block WebQuest, in which students are asked to research six pieces of artwork by their partner group’s assigned artist. Students will also be asked to review the background information on their artist that they compiled in the previous class block. Students have been learning about the Italian Renaissance throughout the semester and this WebQuest is a summative activity to determine what they have learned.

· Global Themes: Students in an Art III class are just beginning to research artists that could possibly influence their own works of art. They need to be able to discuss artists and their style of artwork in order to later inform their critiques and dialogue between them and other artists. 

Content Objectives
· The student will focus on six pieces of artwork by their assigned artist, which are still in Italy today, with each student in the partner group being responsible for three pieces of artwork each.
· The student will compile five talking points about each of the six pieces of artwork chosen by their partner group.  
· The student will research six pieces of artwork using the guiding questions.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

· Students will use the internet resources provided by the teacher on the WebQuest Process Day two to find the information needed.

· Students will use the guiding questions to correctly assimilate the information needed for their Google Earth tour.

· Students will prioritize five important talking points to focus upon when researching their artist’s pieces of artwork.

· The teacher will assess that students understand and have gathered sufficient information on their pieces of artwork by collecting the Process Packets and using the day two rubric.

	The teacher will instruct students on Process Day 2 and go over the rubric for day 2.  (see Process Day 2 in the Lesson Organizer)

The teacher roams the classroom to answer student questions as necessary. The teacher will ask students questions about their pieces of artwork chosen. (see questions under lesson organizer, process day two.) 
	 The students will open Weebly WebQuest on their computers and flip to the Four-Column chart in their Process packets.

Students in partner groups research six pieces of artwork by their assigned artist, with each partner researching three artists.


	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher shows a video on an artist from the Northern Renaissance. She hands out a describing wheel for students to complete.
	Students watch a short video on an artist from the Northern Renaissance to compare to the Italian renaissance. Students complete a describing wheelduring the video.

· Lesson topic: Google Earth Tours and Presentations (WebQuest Day Three)
· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· AIII.14 The student will identify the distinguishing features that place a work of art within a particular style, region, or period.

· AIII.18 The student will use an expanded art vocabulary related to design, composition, aesthetic, concepts, and art criticism when discussing works of art.

· Context: This lesson is part three of a three class block WebQuest, in which students are asked to develop a Google Earth tour based upon an Italian Renaissance artist’s work. Students will also be asked to give background information on their artist which they have chosen. Students, with their partner will be asked, near the end of class to present their Google Earth tours to the class. Students have been learning about the Italian Renaissance throughout the semester and this WebQuest is a summative activity to determine what they have learned.

· Global Themes: Students in an Art III class are just beginning to research artists that could possibly influence their own works of art. They need to be able to discuss artists and their style of artwork in order to later inform their critiques and dialogue between them and other artists. 

Content Objectives
· The student will prioritize and have selected five talking points about each of the six of their artist’s pieces of artwork to discuss in placemarks on their Google Earth tour.
· The student will create a Google Earth tour of their artist’s six pieces of artwork in Italy, using placemarks and a recording of their tour.
· The student will relate their talking points in a presentation of their Google Earth tour.

Assessment Aligned to Objectives

.  
Formative:

· The teacher will, as she walks around the classroom, ask students questions about their artwork chosen to determine if students have followed process day two and three instructions. For example, the teacher might ask students where in Italy their work of art is located or if the work of art represents the artist’s mature style.

· Students will have all five talking points listed in the description of their placemark. 

· Students will have placed an image of the artwork in the placemark description.

· The teacher will grade students on their presentations based upon a rubric created for the presentation. (see appended materials for rubric)

· Students will peer evaluate another partner group’s presentation, using the rubric created by the teacher for the assignment. (see appended materials for rubric)

· Students will produce an artist tour of Italy, focusing in on one artist per partner group from the Italian Renaissance.

	The teacher will review what students should be doing for their Google Earth tour. The teacher will hand back student Process Packets (see lesson organizer, process day two).

The teacher instructs the students to build their walking tours (see lesson organizer, process day two). The teacher walks around the classroom to make sure that students stay on task and to ask a few questions to challenge students:

1. Is it possible to have all of your artist’s pieces of artwork come from one city?

2. If your artist produced art in more than one medium, are you going to show a representation of both?

3. Was the artwork produced by your artist mostly commissioned by the church or other patrons?

The teacher stops the class and has students present their tours using Google Earth.

	The students pull out their artist and pieces of artwork notes from the previous two days. 
Students construct their artist tour of Italy, using Google Earth.

Student Partner groups present their artist tour of Italy.


	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher hands out peer critiques of student tour presentations and assigns students to another partner group to evaluate.

	Prior Knowledge: Students will know their elements of design and principles of art to be able to discuss their artist and the works of art associated with that artist.

· Texture
Students will have knowledge of major Italian Renaissance artists like Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo, and Raphael. They will expand their knowledge of Italian Renaissance artists through the WebQuest. Here is some of the information that will have been discussed in instruction upon these artists: 

· Leonardo da Vinci:

· Trained in the studio of Andrea del Verrocchio

· Was truly representative of a “Renaissance man,” had interests in many different subjects and made sketches that dealt with botany, geography, cartography, zoology, military engineering, anatomy, etc.

· Most famous works are: the Mona Lisa, the Last Supper, Madonna of the Rocks, and the Vitruvian Man
· Michelangelo Buonarroti

· Trained in the studio of Domenico Ghirlandaio and then went on to train with the sculptor Bertoldo Giovanni

· Wanted to be known for his sculpture rather than his frescos or paintings. He thought he was not a talented painter, ironically enough he is celebrated for his frescos in the Sistine Chapel

· Most famous works are: the Last Judgement, ceiling of the Sistine Chapel, his three Pieta sculptures, and David.

· Rafaello “Raphael” Santi (or Sanzio)

· Trained in the studio of Pietro Vannucci “Perugino”

· Has been praised as the perfect High Renaissance painter.

· Most famous works are: Marriage of the Virgin, Madonna of the Meadows, Philosophy or School of Athens, Disputa, Baldassare Castiglione, and Galatea. 
New Instructional Content:

Students, as a completion to the semester and their study of the Italian Renaissance will create a tour of an artist, using only their works of art found in Italy. They will be asked to pick six of that artist’s works of art, giving at least five talking points about each piece. 

· Process Day One: Students are introduced to the assignment, are assigned a partner and an artist.

· Anticipatory Set: Students will complete K and W sections of a KWL chart. The teacher will write these artists names on the board to facilitate the W section of the chart:

· Michelangelo

· Raphael

· Leonardo da Vinici

· Donatello 

· Ghiberti

· Brunelleschi

· Masaccio

· Masolino

· Titian

· Fra Angelico

· Botticelli

· Students will receive a WebQuest packet that contains:
· Front page will have your artist’s name and your partner’s name.

· A website list of teacher chosen websites for you and your partner to visit to get information about your artist and artist’s artwork

· Graphic organizer for Day 1: Spider Map, Topic should be your artist’s name and on the slanted lines you should write your background information.

· Graphic organizers for Day 2: Four-Column Chart, Topic should be your artist and in the top box on all four columns should be a different piece of artwork by your artist. 
· Students must turn their packets in at the end of class each day.
· For day one, one partner researches the artist’s mentors and influences and the other partner does research on the artist’s origins, birth place, and family.  Students should ask themselves these questions:

· Where was the artist born?

· What was family life like for them?

· At what age did they start creating art?

· Who was their mentor or who influenced their mature style?

· What areas of Italy did they mainly work and live in?

· Did they become more popular after death or were they popular during their lifetime?

· When did they die?

· Where are they buried?

· How old were they when they died?

· The artists being assigned are as follows, along with the websites (for both days) that accompany each artist. Some of the websites are wordy, but students have guiding questions for Process Days one and two to help them navigate the sites.

· Closure: Students will complete the L section of their KWL chart, based upon what they have learned in class on day one.
· Process Day 2: Students are to research six works of art by their assigned artist. They must come up with five talking points for each piece of artwork and the piece of artwork must also be located in Italy. Each talking point should be about a different aspect of the piece of artwork. 
· Anticipatory Set: The teacher will review with students the previous classes’ process and have student share one interesting fact learned about their artist’s background.
· Partners are each responsible for three works of art each.
· Students must fill out their four-column chart, using each column for a different piece of artwork.
· Students are to ask themselves these questions as they research their artist’s pieces:
· Is this piece a representation of the artist’s mature style?
· Where is the piece of artwork located in Italy?
· Is it in its original location or has it been moved?
· For works of sculpture: Was this piece originally outside?
· For paintings: Is this piece a fresco or an oil painting?
· Has the piece of artwork been restored recently?
· What medium is the piece created with?
· What are the dominant characteristics of the piece?
· What shows the viewer that this is definitely a piece of artwork by your artist?
· Who was the piece created for? 
· Was it commissioned by a church or the pope?
· Closure: Students will complete a describing wheel based upon a Kahn Academy video on Van Eyck to compare and contrast the styles of the Northern and Italian Renaissance.
· Process Day 3: Students will spend the first part of the class creating their Google Earth tours. If technology problems arise, the teacher will be flexible and allow for student presentations to go into the next class block.
· Anticipatory Set: The teacher show students a Google Earth tour which she has created.
· The teacher will briefly review with students how to make a Google Earth tour and to record their stops.
· Students must first make sure to remember that the 3D buildings layer must be selected.
· They must create a folder for their tour and at the end of class, send their tour to the teacher.
· To add placemarks they need to click on the yellow push pin icon.
· In their Google Earth tour, for each placemark they need to have their piece of artwork’s name, an image of the piece and their five talking points for that piece of artwork.
·  Then partner groups will be asked to present their artist tour. They must:
· Give the audience some background information on their artist (birth, death, mature art style)
· Present their artworks on at a time, with each student talking about the same amount as their partner- they both have three pieces of art to talk about.

· Partner groups must relate all five points per piece of artwork.

· Closure: Peer Group critiques of  partner group presentations, using day three rubric.
