Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: One-Point Perspective
· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes
· VA Standards of Learning:

· Context: This lesson is part of a unit on drawing, in which students are learning about pencil modeling techniques, perspective and the elements of art, as they apply to drawing. Historical examples of perspective and drawing will be introduced and students will be asked to, during the unit develop a final drawing that incorporated perspective and the pencil modeling techniques which they have been taught. This lesson is the second day in the unit, where one-point perspective will be taught to the students.
· Global Themes: Students will be able to see examples of the historical uses of perspective through masterwork images. Students will also be shown real world examples of perspective, so that they can see its applications outside of the classroom.
Content Objectives
· The student will identify and analyze perspective in image examples provided by the teacher.

· The student will demonstrate one-point perspective using a one-point perspective boxes worksheet.

· The student will apply pencil modeling techniques and the elements of design to a one-point perspective drawing.

Assessment Aligned to Objectives
Formative:

· The teacher notes how students answer questions during the class discussion to identify knowledge and weaknesses.
· The teacher reviews of perspective terms to ensure that all students have access to the required information.
· The teacher, during the Prezi presentation stops to check for student understanding to ensure that all students are able to comprehend the new information on one-point perspective.
· The teacher works the classroom, checking with each table and student, during the practice of and drawing of one-point perspective.
· The teacher will assess student comprehension of linear perspective by having students explain the perspective in Raphael’s School of Athens.

Summative:

· Students will complete a one-point perspective drawing by the end of the block, using pencil modeling techniques. Students will follow a designated rubric.

· At the end of the drawing and perspective unit, students will complete a perspective drawing that incorporates all learned techniques, based upon the teacher’s rubric.
Materials/Technology and Advanced Preparation

Materials/Technology:

· Five perspective image examples to be placed on each table (Leonardo daVinci, The Mona Lisa and The Last Supper; Donatello, The Feast of Herod; M.C. Escher, The Tower of Babel; Mantegna, Foreshorten Christ)
· Discovering Drawing textbook for extra credit assignment
· One-Point Perspective Prezi presentation
· Computer
· Projector
· Pull-down screen or a Smartboard
· One-Point Perspective: Boxes worksheet
· Drawing paper
· Drawing pencils (no mechanical pencils)
· Erasers (gum erasers)
· Rulers
· Student sketchbooks
Advanced Preparation:

In advance the teacher will need to set out the drawing supplies for the one-point perspective drawing, make sure that enough worksheets have been copied for the class, and set the five images on each table. The guiding questions will need to be already written on the whiteboard and handouts with the one-point perspective drawing rubric will also need to have already been copied for the class. The teacher will lastly have to make sure that the computer, projector, screen, and Prezi are already functional before the class block starts.

	Introduction/Anticipatory Set – Outline how the lesson will begin. How will you focus student attention on lesson content, build on prior knowledge, motivate students to learn, etc.?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will have already written on the board guiding questions that the students will use to help them identify a type of perspective within the image. The teacher will inform the students that and a history text is available to them, if they choose to use it. (The Annotated Mona Lisa) (See appended items for images and guiding questions.)

	Students will enter the classroom and go to their tables where there will be a set of five images. Then they will, with their table, discuss the images based on the guiding questions listed on the whiteboard. Students will send one person from their table to retrieve an art history text from the bookshelf, if the group needs it.


	Lesson Development – Outline the sequence to be followed in the development of the lesson. Pay particular attention to concept development and questioning.

	The teacher will gain student attention and review perspective terminology learned in the previous class period, using a Prezi presentation.(See http://prezi.com/rdn9or2lrfox/one-point-perspective/)
The teacher will facilitate a discussion based on the image examples and guided questions. The teacher will remind the students to use the elements of design when discussing the images and direct their attention to a poster on the classroom wall, if they have forgotten what those elements are. (See appended materials for an image of the poster.) Ask if any students have ever seen any of these images before?
The teacher will review with the students about the two types of perspective (linear and atmospheric) and describe one-point perspective, using the Prezi presentation. The teacher will call upon students to come up to the screen and identify the vanishing point, orthogonal lines, and horizon line in Raphael’s School of Athens. The teacher will allow time for questions at the end of the presentation. 
The teacher will play a YouTube video on the end of the Prezi presentation to give students an idea of their class assignment for the day.

The teacher will hand out a one-point perspective worksheet and go over one-point perspective step by step. Those steps being:
1. Draw a horizontal line across your paper with a ruler. The teacher will remind students that the horizontal line is a vertical line across the picture plane.

2. Place a vanishing point or dot on the horizontal line. Remember, that a vanishing point is a point on the horizon line, toward which parallel lines are made to recede and meet.

3. Now draw a box, using the ruler.

4. Using your ruler draw your orthogonal lines back to the vanishing point, from the four corners of the box. Reminder: Orthogonal lines are lines imagined to be behind and perpendicular to the picture plane. They appear to recede toward a vanishing point on the horizon.

5. Now you try!

The teacher will hand out a rubric and tell the class that for the remainder of the block they will be creating a one-point perspective drawing to be turned in at the end of class. (See appended materials for rubric.) The teacher will then pass out materials for the drawing by having two volunteers from each table come to the front of the classroom and collect each table’s needed materials. The teacher will then, after all the materials have been passed out, roam the classroom, checking in at each table to see if any of her students have questions. The teacher will remind students during this time where they are to turn in their completed assignments when done.
	Students will review their notes from their sketchbooks and make new notes if necessary.
Students will participate in the class discussion, by raising their hands or being called upon by the teacher. If student has seen an image before, ask them to explain what they know about the image.
Students will take notes in their sketchbooks. Students will come to the screen, when called upon and point out the horizon line, vanishing point, and orthogonal lines in Raphael’s School of Athens. Student will ask questions, if any, at the end of the Prezi presentation.

Students will begin to practice one-point perspective in their sketchbooks, as they watch the video.

Students will watch the teacher demonstration first and then try one-point perspective on their worksheets in the blank space provided.

Students will listen as the teacher explains the rubric and then wait as some of their classmates gather the materials they need for the drawing. Then, after receiving their materials, they will spend the rest of class producing a one-point perspective drawing. If students have questions they should raise their hand to gain the teacher’s attention.

	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will ask to students to complete an exit ticket that asks them three questions:

1. What did you like about the lesson?

2. What did you learn about one-point perspective?

3. Do you have any questions for Ms. Stables?
The teacher will assign her students to continue to practice one-point perspective in their sketchbooks for homework, with at least three sketch examples for next class. The teacher will also tell students that they may complete an extra credit assignment, if desired. (See extra credit directions under the Homework section.)

	Students will complete their exit tickets in the last ten minutes of class, after having completed their perspective drawing, and hand them into the teacher as they exit the classroom. 

Students should note this homework and extra credit opportunity in their assignment books.


Homework

Students are assigned to in their sketchbooks, complete three examples of one-point perspective. They must make sure to include a horizon line, vanishing point, and a least two orthogonal lines in each sketch. The three examples must contain at least one building, fence, or telephone pole receding into the background, toward the vanishing point. For extra credit, students may complete the “Try it” assignment on page 112 of their Discovering Drawing text.

	Prior Knowledge and New Instructional Content

	Previously students have already studied pencil modeling techniques which are:
1. contour lines

2. straight lines

3. gesture sketch

4. crosshatching

5. stipples or dots

6. side of the pencil

7. back and forth marks, which gradually build up darker

8. side of the pencil, blended

9. round scribbles

Students will also have already practiced all of these techniques in their previous class and will have completed an example page that was turned in. Students have also already studied the elements of design which are:

1. proportion 

2. rhythm

3. balance

4. emphasis

5. variety

6. unity

Students will have been instructed upon in the previous block about what the definitions of perspective, horizon line, vanishing point, orthogonal lines, and the two types of perspective. Students should, at the beginning of the new class period recognize the difference between linear and atmospheric perspective.
In the new class block, students will be instructed upon and have the opportunity to practice one-point perspective. Students will identify the difference between linear and atmospheric perspective in classroom examples and will be also give the chance to discuss those differences with the class. Through the image examples, students will see past examples of perspective throughout the Renaissance. The purpose of group work is to build a community of ideas within the classroom. It is important to make sure that every student in the class has their own unique voice and is allowed to express their opinions. The students will learn the appropriate uses for a horizon line, vanishing point, and orthogonal lines.

CHALLENGE Students

	Students who need to refresh themselves on what the elements of design are can look up at the elements of design poster on the classroom wall. Students, who need them, will also be able to ask for a copy of the guiding questions.
The teacher will provide extra worksheets for those students who feel as though they need extra practice before moving onto their final one-point perspective drawing.

The teacher might allow students who need extra time, the option to continue work on their one-point perspective drawing at the beginning of the next class block.
	Anticipatory Set: (10 minutes)

· Students will examine 5 images with their tables, following along with the guiding questions on the board.
Lesson Development: (70 minutes)
· The teacher will review the previous class block’s vocabulary, using Prezi.

· The teacher will hold a class discussion, based on the guiding questions, with the five images each table has had the chance to already discuss.

· The teacher will use direct instruction to teach one-point perspective, using Prezi.

· The teacher will show a YouTube video to further explain one-point perspective.

· The teacher will model the One-Point Perspective: Boxes worksheet for her students, and then have them practice it on their own.

· The teacher will go over the rubric for their in class assignment and then have students create a one-point perspective drawing.

Closure:

· The teacher will have the students complete an exit ticket, and then explain their homework and extra credit opportunity to them.
	Students will take charge of their table’s discussion and keep students on task, while using the elements of design to discuss the images.
The student will review their notes from the previous class to make sure they recognize the terms.

The student will show the teacher that they fully understand one-point perspective, and then the teacher will have the student try two-point perspective.

The student will complete the extra credit.


Guiding Questions for Perspective Discussion

Directions: Answer these questions with your table as you examine the five masterwork examples provided to you. A class set of The Annotated Mona Lisa is available if you choose to use it.

1. Can you identify the artist and/ or title of the masterwork?

2. What type of perspective is displayed in each of the five images? (linear or atmospheric)
3. How can you tell the difference between linear and atmospheric perspective?
4. Can you identify any of the elements of design within the masterwork? (Remember that the elements of design are: proportion, rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, and unity.)
One-Point Perspective Drawing Rubric

Directions- You will create a one-point perspective drawing based on the following criteria below.

Your drawing will:

1. Have one vanishing point, one horizontal line, and at least two orthogonal lines.

2. Include the use of at least two pencil modeling techniques. (Example: Crosshatching, Contour Lines, Stipples or Dots, etc.) [3 points]
3. Main orthogonal lines should create a highway, railroad tracks, or sidewalk.


[5 points]

4. Included at least one of the following, that will recede toward the vanishing point:

a. Telephone poles
b. Buildings

c. Fence posts

d. Trees

5. Follow along with the elements of design, which we discussed last class. (Remember that the elements of design are: proportion, rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, and unity.) [2 points]
