Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Kandinsky’s “Color Study”
· Length of Lesson: 45 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· 1.7 The student will demonstrate the ability to recognize size relationships in works of art.

· 1.8 The student will develop eye/hand coordination by drawing and constructing.

· Context: Students will in this one shot lesson, be learning about the three different sets of complementary colors. Students will also be introduced to the artist Wassily Kandinsky.
· Global Themes: Students in the first grade are stilling working to improve their hand/eye coordination. This lesson gives students the ability to work on these skills through the introduction to painting with tempera cakes. This art may remind students of the style of illustration done by Dr. Seuss.
Content Objectives
· The student will recognize the style of Wassily Kandinsky through the teacher’s introduction to the artist.
· The student will illustrate their understanding of Kandinsky’s “Color Study” by creating their own version of the painting.
· The student will paint their color studies using tempera cakes.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative:

· Students will participate in teacher’s questions about Kandinsky when prompted.

· Students will use purple and yellow in one square.

· Students will use red and green in one square.

· Students will use orange and blue in one square.

· Students will decorate one square in the colors of their choosing.
· Students will paint in the entire square with color.

· Teacher will monitor student progress and make sure students are staying on task.
Summative
· Students will create a color study based upon the painting of the same name by Wassily Kandinsky.
Materials/Technology and Advanced Preparation
· 12x12 white paper
· Tempera cakes
· Water cups
· Brushes
· Teacher example
· Advanced Preparation: The teacher will have precut squares of 12x12 white paper and have set out tempera cakes for students to use. Teacher will have set out water cups for students to use, as well as brushes.
Teaching and Learning Sequence

	STUDENT ACTIONS

	Introduction/Anticipatory Set – Outline how the lesson will begin. How will you focus student attention on lesson content, build on prior knowledge, motivate students to learn, etc.?

	2-3 minutes
	The teacher introduces students to the artist Kandinsky. 


	 Students listen to the teacher’s introduction.


	Lesson Development – Outline the sequence to be followed in the development of the lesson. Pay particular attention to concept development and questioning. 

	4-5 minutes
25 minutes
	 Teacher tells students about their assignment in color theory.
· Fold your square in half
· Unfold and fold in half again on the other side

· Students choose a complementary color scheme per color block 
· You have one square to paint with the colors of your choice

· Must paint colors in a circle: one color around another, like a bull’s eye

· Fill in the entire background in the complementary color of the last ring on your circle.
Teacher roams the classroom to check student progress and answer student questions when posed.

	Students listen to and watch teacher’s demonstration. 
Students work to complete their color study.


	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	3-5 minutes
	The teacher plays the sculpture game with students.  She will write down who the winners are from this class to be used in the next round of the game.

	Two student winners from the previous round decide upon a type of sculpture for the rest of the class to enact. Once the idea is decided upon, the rest of the class must do that pose and the two leaders will choose two new winners.

	Prior Knowledge and NEW Instructional Content

	Prior Knowledge: Students will already have knowledge pertaining to color theory and a few color schemes.

·  Colors on the Color Wheel: 

· red, blue, yellow, green, purple, and orange

· yellow + blue = green

· red + yellow = orange

· blue + red = purple

· primary colors: yellow, red, and blue

· secondary colors: green, orange, and purple

· Two color schemes: The teacher will tell students that these are some schemes to consider when creating their Pollock inspired tempera painting.

· Monochromatic: one color that is modified  by changing the values and saturation of the hue by additions of black or white

· Complementary: two colors that are directly opposite each other on the color wheel

New Instructional Content: Students will be introduced to the artist Wassily Kandinsky.

· Credited with painting the first purely abstract works
· Began painting studies at the age of 30 (life-drawing, sketching, anatomy)

· Taught at the Bauhaus school of art and architecture from 1922 50 1933, when it was closed down by the Nazis

· Produced his most influential and prominent artwork while living in France

· Kandinsky's creation of purely abstract work followed a long period of development and maturation of intense thought based on his artistic experiences. He called this devotion to inner beauty, fervor of spirit, and spiritual desire inner necessity; it was a central aspect of his art.
· His early paintings after school were mainly landscapes and towns; using broad brushes of color and recognizable forms (see ‘Couple Riding’) however throughout his art career, he continually developed his style towards more geometrical shapes; his use of color always remained true. 

· Kandinsky is credited with painting the first modern abstract painting – at the age of 44. 

· He believed all colors and forms had a deep meaning and carefully planned each painting to express the feelings he wanted to communicate. He did not feel the need to put recognizable objects in his work.
·  He had a neurological phenomenon called synesthesia, which for Kandinsky meant that he could hear colors as well as see them.
