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Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Aboriginal Hand Designs, Day 2
· Length of Lesson: 45 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· 2.5 The student will use environmental themes and historical events as inspiration for works of art.

· 2.14 The student will identify symbols from various cultures.

· Context: This lesson is part two of a two part investigation into the art of the Aboriginal people. Students in this class will complete their painting, using construction paper crayons.
· Global Themes: In an elementary art class it is important to introduce students to various cultures and the iconography that is associated with each. In Australian culture, the role of the Aboriginal is essential.

Content Objectives
· The student will identify the art of Australian Aboriginal and the images associated with bark paintings.
· The student will draw designs on the background of their black paper, using motifs found in Aboriginal bark paintings.
· The student will draw around their hand, using construction paper crayons.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative:

· Students will listen to the teacher’s video on Aboriginal artwork.

· Students will put their name on the back of their black paper.

· Students will carefully remove their taped on hand, at the end of class, to remind them not to draw on that part of their paper.

· Students will draw at least three to four Aboriginal designs on their black paper.

· Teacher will monitor students as they create their designs on their black paper.
Summative
· Students will create an Aboriginal inspired design using a combination of white “spray” paint and construction paper crayons.
Materials/Technology and Advanced Preparation
· Black construction paper
· Construction paper crayons
· Aboriginal bark painting posters
· Video on Aboriginal artwork
· TV with VCR player
· Advanced Preparation: The teacher will have set the VHS video to the correct point for students to begin watching. The teacher will have student painted images from the previous class ready to hand back out. The teacher will have set construction paper crayons at each student table. Lastly, the teacher will have wet a class set of sponges for students to wipe down their tables at the end of class.

	 Teacher shows short clip of Aboriginal Art video and allows students to ask questions afterwards.

	Students watch video and ask questions, if any, afterwards

	3-4 minutes
25 minutes
	 Teacher demonstrates how students can add designs to their black paper with construction paper crayons:
· Images and motifs are based upon the teacher posters of contemporary Aboriginal artwork

· Lots of simple forms, lines, dots, and shapes

Teacher roams classroom to monitor student progress and answer or pose questions to students

	Students watch teacher demonstration and suggest ideas on what teacher should add to her image. 
Students work to complete their Aboriginal designs on their black paper.


	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	2-3 minutes
	 The teacher plays the sculpture game with students.  She will write down who the winners are from this class to be used in the next round of the game.

	 Two student winners from the previous round decide upon a type of sculpture for the rest of the class to enact. Once the idea is decided upon, the rest of the class must do that pose and the two leaders will choose two new winners.

· Most art is small and portable:

· Most Aborigines were nomadic in nature, so monumental art was impractical

· Bark painting:

· Bark is widely available in Australia and also portable and lightweight.

· Dreamings, mythic narratives, and sacred places were common subjects

· Paintings posses a fluid dynamic quality and oftentimes artists would use an “X-ray” like figure in their work.

· “X-ray” figures are very elongated and this style is often used to depict both humans and animals

New Instructional Content: No new content. Students are working off of what they already know to create their Aboriginal inspired designs.
