Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Aboriginal Hand Designs, Day 1
· Length of Lesson: 45 minutes

· VA Standards of Learning:

· 2.2 The student will incorporate unanticipated results of art-making into works of art.
· 2.5 The student will use environmental themes and historical events as inspiration for works of art.

· 2.14 The student will identify symbols from various cultures.

· Context: This lesson is part one of a two part investigation into the art of the Aboriginal people. Students in this class will lay the groundwork for their painting and drawing collage.
· Global Themes: In an elementary art class it is important to introduce students to various cultures and the iconography that is associated with each. In Australian culture, the role of the Aboriginal is essential.
Content Objectives
· The student will identify the art of Australian Aboriginal and the images associated with bark paintings.
· The student will draw their hand and then cut it out to be taped in the middle of a black piece of construction paper.
· The student will paint around their hand, using a spray bottle filled with a mixture of white tempera paint and water.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative:

· Students will listen to the teacher’s introduction of Aboriginal artwork and their nomadic nature.
· Students will trace their hand and then use their developing fine motor skills to cut out their hand from the white paper.
· Students will follow teacher directions as they tape their hand in the middle of their black background paper.

· Students will keep their spray pattern, the black paper to right around their taped down white hand.

· Students will have put their name on their hand cut out, name side up on the black background paper.

· Students will carefully transfer their wet paper to the drying rack.

· Teacher will monitor students as they use the spray bottle to spray white paint around their hand cut out.
Summative
· Students will create an Aboriginal inspired design using a combination of white “spray” paint and construction paper crayons.
Materials/Technology and Advanced Preparation
· White paper
· Black construction paper
· Masking tape
· Spray bottle filled with a mixture of white tempera paint and water
· Pencils
· Student scissors
· Advanced Preparation: The teacher will have precut black paper for background and white paper for students to trace their hands upon. Each student table will have scissors and crayons for students to trace their hands. The teacher will have set up a station where students will “spray” paint their hand on the black paper and have premixed in a spray bottle equal parts white tempera paint and water.

	TEACHER ACTIONS
	STUDENT ACTIONS

	Introduction/Anticipatory Set – Outline how the lesson will begin. How will you focus student attention on lesson content, build on prior knowledge, motivate students to learn, etc.?

	3-4 minutes
	The teacher introduces to students Aboriginal art and the images associated with it. The teacher tells students about the nomadic nature of the Aboriginal people and their bark paintings.  


	Students listen to teacher introduction and ask questions when given the opportunity. 



	Lesson Development – Outline the sequence to be followed in the development of the lesson. Pay particular attention to concept development and questioning. 

	5-6 minutes
30 minutes
	The teacher explains to students how they are to complete day one of their assignment:

· First students are to trace their hand on a white piece of paper.
· Then they are to cut out their hand and write their name on one side of the cut out hand.

· Next they will obtain a piece of masking tape from the teacher and tape their hand, name side up, to the middle of the black piece of paper.

· Then students will use the spray bottle to paint around their hand with the mixture of white tempera paint and water

· Last students will put their wet painting on the drying rack

The teacher will have set up a station for students to “spray” paint their hand and monitors students when they paint their black paper.  

	Students watch and listen to teacher’s demonstration.

The student will work to complete day one of their painting. 



	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	5 minutes
	The teacher has two student leaders instruct the class in what sculpture they will create for the sculpture game. 


	Students play the sculpture game.

· Most art is small and portable:

· Most Aboriginies were nomadic in nature, so monumental art was impractical

· Bark painting:

· Bark is widely available in Australia and also portable and lightweight.

· Dreamings, mythic narratives, and sacred places were common subjects

· Paintings posses a fluid dynamic quality and oftentimes artists would use an “X-ray” like figure in their work.

· “X-ray” figures are very elongated and this style is often used to depict both humans and animals
