Lesson Plan

Introduction 

· Lesson topic: Final Perspective Drawing
· Length of Lesson: 90 minutes
· VA Standards of Learning:


Visual Arts 6.2 The student will use the principles of design, including proportion, 



rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, and unity, to express ideas and create 



images.


Visual Arts 6.3 The student will use one point perspective to create the illusion of depth 



in a two-dimensional drawing.

· Context: During this class block, students will work to complete a one-point perspective drawing, which they will have begun in the previous class. This lesson is the final day in a three class unit on drawing. Students will complete their summative assessment of the drawing unit at the close of this class block.
· Global Themes: As a part of the exploration of art, in the sixth grade, students will work toward the completion of their first summative assessment. Students in the sixth grade are normally in the art classroom for a very short period of time because of the nature of an exploratory class, so the unit is short to allow for other art media to be covered. 
Context Objectives
· The student will complete a crossword puzzle that challenges them to recall vocabulary terms from the previous two class blocks
· The student will complete their one-point perspective drawing during this class block.
· The student will analyze and critique a partner’s completed one-point perspective drawing as a part of closure.
· The student will follow all teacher procedures with regards to the completion of the peer review and critique.
Assessment Aligned to Objectives

Formative

· The teacher will assess the student’s ability to complete in class assignments by noting how many students have completed their one-point perspective drawing within the allotted time constraints.
· Students will be assessed on their knowledge of the elements of design, based on their completed one-point perspective drawings.
· The teacher will assess students on their knowledge of unit vocabulary, using the crossword puzzle, during the beginning of the class block.
· The teacher will assess the students’ progress on their perspective drawings, throughout the class block.
Summative

· Students will complete a one-point perspective drawing by the end of the block, using pencil modeling techniques. Students will follow a designated rubric.

· Advanced Preparation: The teacher will first make sure to have a class set of crossword puzzle handouts and rubrics for the perspective drawing printed out before class starts. The class’ unfinished drawings will be set out in table groups on the students tables and all materials needed for the drawing (rulers, pencils, erasers), will have also already been set on the art tables. Lastly the teacher will check to see that the computer, projector, screen, and Prezi presentation are already functional before the class block starts.

	The teacher will hand out a crossword puzzle based on vocabulary terms used in the previous two class blocks on pencil modeling techniques and perspective. 


	 Students will complete the perspective and drawing crossword puzzle based on prior knowledge. {preparation}


	Lesson Development – Outline the sequence to be followed in the development of the lesson. Pay particular attention to concept development and questioning.

	 The teacher will briefly review the Prezi presentation from the previous class.

The teacher will remind the students about the requirements for their one-point perspective drawings and hand out materials to two students from each art table. {assistance}
The teacher will walk around the classroom, making sure to get to each table. The teacher will assist students with questions and model techniques when students appear to be struggling with them. {assistance}

	The student will follow the brief review of the Prezi and answer teacher questions when asked. {assistance}
The students will make sure that they have blocked in each of the requirements for the drawing in the previous class. Then they will check to make sure that they have all of the necessary materials to continue their drawing. 
Students will work on completing their perspective drawings and ask questions of the teacher when they need help. {assistance and reflection}

	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will hand out the rubric for the one-point perspective drawing and have the students complete a peer review of a teacher chosen partner’s drawing. (see lesson organizer for peer review guidelines)

	The students will complete their peer review based upon the one-point perspective drawing rubric. {reflection} 




Homework

Students do not have homework, as this lesson was the completion of the unit. For extra credit students could do one-point perspective sketches, as further practice.

	Prior Knowledge and NEW Instructional Content

	Prior Knowledge: Students have already studied the elements of design and are expected to identify them when asked. These elements are:

1. proportion 

2. rhythm

3. balance

4. emphasis

5. variety

6. unity

Those techniques are as follows:

1. Gesture Sketch: a quick drawing that captures the gestures and movements of the object.

2. Straight Lines

3. Contour Lines: lines that define the outer edges of forms and surfaces within a form, such as shapes or wrinkles and folds

4. Cross-Hatching: shading created by crossed parallel lines

5. Stipples or Dots: uses patterns of dots to create values and value gradation

6. Side of the Pencil

7. Back and forth marks: which gradually build up darker.

8. Side of the pencil: blended, eraser highlight

9. Round Scribbles

10. Value Scale: the range from white through gray to black modified gradually.

Students will also be introduced to perspective, its two types, and the terms associated with it.

· Perspective: The representation of three-dimensional objects on a flat surface to produce the same impression of distance and relative size as that received by the human eye.

· Atmospheric or Aerial Perspective: The diminishing of color intensity to lighter and duller hues to give the illusion of distance.

· Linear Perspective: A technique of creating the illusion of depth on a flat surface.

· One-Point Perspective: A way to show three-dimensional objects on a two-dimensional surface, using one vanishing point.

· Vanishing Point: In linear perspective, the point on the horizon line at which all receding parallel lines converge.

· Horizon Line: The line at which sky and earth meet.

· Orthogonal Lines: Lines imagined to be behind and perpendicular to the picture plane. The orthogonal lines in a picture appear to recede toward a vanishing point on the horizon line.  
New Instructional Content:

Students in this class block are working toward the completion of the one-point perspective drawings began in the previous class block, so there is no new content.

However, there is new instructional content on how the students should complete their peer review at the end of the class block. (see appended materials for the one-point perspective drawing rubric students will be using)

Student Directions for the review:

1. Students will be assigned a partner from their art table, whose perspective drawing they will critique

2. The teacher will hand out to the class the rubric for the class assignment.

3. The student will trade drawings with their assigned partner.

4. The student will complete a review of their partner’s drawing based upon the rubric.
5. The student will write down their reasoning for the scores they give to their partner.

6. The student will turn in their completed review at the end of the class block.

CHALLENGE Students

	Students have a word bank, which they can use for the crossword; they will also be allowed to look back at their notes if needed.
If necessary, the teacher may give students in need more time on their perspective drawing.

The student might be pared with a stronger student to help further their understanding of perspective.
	Anticipatory Set:
· Students will complete a crossword puzzle.
Lesson Development:

· Review of the previous class’ Prezi presentation
· Review of the requirements for the One-Point Perspective drawing
· Students will spend the rest of class completing their drawings
Closure:

· Peer review/critique of a partner’s perspective drawing.
	The teacher would give the student a crossword puzzle without a word bank.
The teacher might challenge the student to use more pencil modeling techniques in their perspective drawing.

The student might be pared with a weaker student to help that student further their understanding of perspective.


PAR Connections:
· Engages reader’s prior knowledge= Yes, the student must recall knowledge to complete their crossword puzzle and perspective drawing.
· Uses communication skills= Yes, the student must communicate with the teacher one on one and with their partner, during the critique.
· Respects & uses students’ discourse patterns= Yes, through the use of the crossword puzzle, Prezi review, completion of the perspective drawing, and the partner critique. 

· Provides for satisfaction with learning= Yes, this class is the culmination of a unit of learning, so students are satisfying their learning through a completed perspective drawing.
· Enhances critical reading & problem-solving= Yes students must think critically and problem solve as they complete their drawing and the crossword puzzle.

One-Point Perspective Drawing Rubric

Directions- You will create a one-point perspective drawing based on the following criteria below.

Your drawing will:

1. Have one vanishing point, one horizontal line, and at least two orthogonal lines.

2. Include the use of at least two pencil modeling techniques. (Example: Crosshatching, Contour Lines, Stipples or Dots, etc.) [10 points]

3. Main orthogonal lines should create a highway, railroad tracks, or sidewalk.


[10 points]

4. Included at least one of the following, that will recede toward the vanishing point:

a. Telephone poles

b. Buildings

c. Fence posts

d. Trees

5. Follow along with the elements of design, which we discussed last class. (Remember that the elements of design are: proportion, rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, and unity.) [10 points]
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
