Lesson Plan
Introduction
· Lesson Topic: Jackson Pollock inspired Tempera Painting
· Length of Lesson: 60 minutes
· Virginia Standards of Learning: 

· 5.2 The student will use the primary colors and black and white to mix a variety of hues, tints, and shades to create a work of art.

· 5.5 The student will use the principles of design, including proportion, rhythm, balance, emphasis, variety, contrast, and unity, to express ideas and create images.
· 5.7 The student will collaborate with others to produce a work of art that characterizes a historical time period.
· Context: This is a lesson is intended for only one class period. This lesson is intended to allow students to be exposed to and explore the style of Jackson Pollock, while creating a colorful work of art. 
· Global Themes: Students will have the opportunity to reinforce what they have already learned, in regards to the color wheel and the principles of design. Students at this level need to be exposed to artists and their different styles or techniques. It is important for students to understand the history of art in order to understand where modern art fits in today’s world.
Content Objectives
· The student will identify colors on the color wheel and differentiate between primary and secondary colors.

· The student will explore the style of Jackson Pollock’s “drip” paintings through a tempera painting.
· The student will collaborate with other students to create a class Jackson Pollock “drip” painting.

Assessment Aligned to Objectives
Formative:
· The teacher will assess students as they interact with the color wheel review on the SmartBoard.

· The students will follow teacher directions when making their tempera Pollock paintings.
· The students will take the principles of design into consideration when creating their Pollock paintings.

· The student will follow teacher directions when given the opportunity to create the class Jackson Pollock “drip” painting.

· The teacher will assess student understanding of the color wheel, along with primary and secondary colors, through the use of the homework worksheet.
Summative: The students will create a Jackson Pollock reminiscent tempera painting using items dipped in paint and then rolling them around on their piece of paper in a box top. Students will also use their knowledge of Pollock to create a class painting using the “drip” painting style.
Materials/Technology and Advanced Preparation
Materials/Technology:

· SmartBoard presentation

· SmartBoard

· Projector

· Computer

· White drawing paper
· Box tops

· Items to be dipped in paint (such as Styrofoam balls, sticks, toothpicks, cotton balls, golf balls, sponges, marbles, etc.)

· Tempera paint in various colors
· Bowls for the tempera paint

· Water bowls

· Plastic spoons
· Dried-out brushes
· Primed canvas for large class painting
· Primary and Secondary worksheet
· Advanced Preparation: The teacher will have set up the SmartBoard before class to make sure that the presentation works correctly. The projector and computer will have already been turned on. The teacher will fill cups with various colors of tempera paint and place them on a tray, to later be put on student tables. The items to be dipped in paint will be put into the paint cups, along with a plastic spoon to “fish” the items out. The teacher will make sure to have enough box tops and paper for the class to create their paintings in and on. Water bowls will also be filled before class to be set alongside the paint cups. The teacher will have lastly made sure that enough copies of the primary and secondary color worksheet have been printed out for the class to take home for homework. The teacher will have e-mailed the fifth grade classroom teachers to let them know about the Jackson Pollock painting and that students will have a color worksheet for homework.

	Introduction/Anticipatory Set – Outline how the lesson will begin. How will you focus student attention on lesson content, build on prior knowledge, motivate students to learn, etc.?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will begin by reviewing with the students about the color wheel and color schemes. 
One slide asks students to move the colored to either the primary or secondary box. 
The other color slide has the students writing in the blank what color scheme the image portrays. There will be a word bank provided at the bottom of the slide to assist the student with spelling.

	When students are called upon, they will come up and answer the teacher’s question using the SmartBoard. 
Students will either move colors to their appropriate boxes or write in the color scheme, using the word bank as a reference.  



	Lesson Development – Outline the sequence to be followed in the development of the lesson. Pay particular attention to concept development and questioning.

	 The teacher will introduce Jackson Pollock using a puzzle on one slide of the SmartBoard presentation. The teacher will tell students a few facts about Jackson Pollock and show an example of his work, on one slide. 
The teacher will instruct the students how to create their tempera paintings. Instructions and a demonstration will be given as follows:
1. The teacher will give all students a box top and piece on white drawing paper.

2. The teacher will give each table various items dipped in tempera paint and tell students not to touch them until she says “begin.”
3. When the teacher gives the signal, students can rotate clockwise to another table to use it items for their painting.

4. When done using an item, students are asked to put it back in the paint. To get an item out of the paint, the teacher will provide spoons to the students.

5. When a item get caked with paint, the teacher will ask students to put that item in one of the bowls of water to clean it off.
6. When demonstrating the teacher will add in silly what happens if scenarios. For example the teacher will “accidentally” spill some paint on the table. She will tell students if this happens to raise their hand to inform the teacher.
The teacher will allow students to make their tempera paintings. The teacher will roam the classroom, aiding students in need of assistance or to answer student questions. The teacher will also tell students when to move onto the next table of items
As students are creating their paintings, the teacher will have rolled out some canvas on the floor. She will then call students over to the canvas and allowing them to drip paint, using dried out brushes, onto the canvas. The end product will be a class Jackson Pollock painting.

The teacher will call for students to stop what they are doing and clean up. Cleaning up involves the students putting away their paintings on the drying rack, hanging their art smocks back up in the designated area, and washing their hands. 

	Students will solve the puzzle of Jackson Pollock, by moving one piece at a time on the SmartBoard screen. Then they will listen as the teacher tells them some facts about Jackson Pollock.
Students will listen and watch the teacher demonstrate the instructions as follows:

1. Students will write their name on their piece of white drawing paper and place it in the box top, with their name facing the box top.

2. When given the signal to begin students will stay at their assigned table, using the items dipped in paint to start creating their Pollock inspired work.

3. Students will rotate clockwise to another table to continue their Pollock painting, when the teacher gives the okay.

4. Students will use a spoon to “fish” the items out of the paint to roll, splatter, or drip on their paper in the box top.
5. Students will be able to ask a few questions before beginning the activity.

Students will create their tempera paintings, using the items dipped in paint. They will move to another table when the teacher tells them they can rotate stations.

Students will help the teacher to create a class masterpiece by using the “drip” style.
Students will stop what they are doing and clean up according to the teacher’s clean up procedures.


	Closure – Outline how the lesson will be concluded.  How will you summarize, review, reinforce, enrich, and/or encourage students to reflect on what they have learned?

	10 minutes
	The teacher will have the students come back and sit in front of the SmartBoard, after they have finished their painting. Then she will show students how to use jacksonpollock.org. The teacher will try to give every student the opportunity to use the website before the end of class. This website gives them the ability to create a Jackson Pollock painting on the interactive board. The teacher will call up various students to the board to create a Jackson Pollock on the screen. 


	 Students will be seated in front of the SmartBoard. Then they will listen as the teacher demonstrates how to use the Jackson Pollock website. When called to the SmartBoard, students will be given a few moments to make “drips” across the screen. 



Homework

The student will be asked to complete a review worksheet of the primary and secondary colors. In the top triangle, students will be coloring in the primary colors: red, yellow, and blue. On the bottom half of the page, students will color in two primary colors to create a secondary color. (ex. red + blue = purple)

	Prior Knowledge and NEW Instructional Content

	Prior Knowledge:
· Principles of Design: 

· Proportion: concerns the size relationships between parts of an artwork, not to be confused with scale
· Rhythm: repetition of specific elements, alternate several elements, or by use of progression, creates a feeling of movement
· Balance: visual weight of an artwork feels equally distributed
· Emphasis: when one element in an art work or a combination of elements attracts more attention than anything else in a composition
· Variety: introducing differences in the elements of a composition
· Unity: occurs when all elements work together to communicate ideas or feelings 
· Colors on the Color Wheel: 

· red, blue, yellow, green, purple, and orange

· yellow + blue = green
· red + yellow = orange

· blue + red = purple

· primary colors: yellow, red, and blue

· secondary colors: green, orange, and purple

· The teacher will assess students on the color wheel through the use of a review on the SmartBoard presentation and with a color wheel homework worksheet. 

· Three color schemes: The teacher will tell students that these are some schemes to consider when creating their Pollock inspired tempera painting.
· Monochromatic: one color that is modified  by changing the values and saturation of the hue by additions of black or white
· Complementary: two colors that are directly opposite each other on the color wheel
· Analogous: colors that are next to each other on the color wheel and are closely related
New Instructional Content:

· Background information on Jackson Pollock

· Was born in Cody, Wyoming

· Studied under the American artist Thomas Hart Benton, show students an example of Benton’s work: City Building, from the mural series America Today, 1930
· Was married to fellow Abstract Expressionist painter, Lee Krasner

· Painting style was originally very figural in nature

· Harold Rosenberg coined the term “action painting” about Pollock’s painting style.
· When he started his “drip” paintings he would lay out a large sheet of canvas on the floor and then “drip” paint onto the canvas
· Died in an alcohol-related car crash in 1956, at the age of 44.

· What is a “drip” painting? 

· Show students the example, Number 1, 1950 (Lavender Mist) by Pollock

· A style invented by Pollock which involved paint thrown or dripped onto the canvas by using oil paints mixed with black enamel and aluminum house paint.

· Pollock would create the drip effect using sticks or dried out brushes

· He would even sometimes poke holes in the bottom of his paint cans to allow the drips to come out in long, thick lines of paint
· The students will create their Jackson Pollock inspired tempera paintings by doing as follows:

· The students will all be given a box top and piece of white drawing paper.

· The students will write their name on their piece of paper and then place the paper name side down in the box top.

· Students will then, at their tables use various items dipped in paint to create color and movement on their paper. For instance a student could spoon a marble out onto their paper and roll it around in the box top, over their paper to create the “drip” style.

· Once students have been at their tables for a couple of minutes, the teacher will then call for them to rotate to another table with items. 
· There will be bowls of water at each table for students to place items in that the teacher feels are caked with paint.

· When the teacher calls time, students will be asked to take their paintings out of the box tops and place them on the drying rack.

· Class Jackson Pollock creation: The class will get to create a Pollock painting together. It is important for students to work together to create a sense of community in the classroom. This activity will give students the chance to drip paint across a piece of canvas on the floor, just like Pollock did on his studio floor.

· www.jacksonpollock.org: Students will be given the opportunity to discover this website in the last ten minutes of the class period. This website gives students a taste of Pollock’s style without the mess. The teacher will try to give every student the opportunity to create one color “drip” across the screen of the SmartBoard before the class period ends.

	Students, who seem to be having difficulty with the color wheel, will be allowed to reference the color wheel poster on the wall, with the help from students who have mastered it. 
If a student is having problems following teacher instruction or needs extra help with the project, the teacher will set up a table, which those students can stay at the entire class time. They will still participate in the assignment, but they will remain stationary at that table.
	Anticipatory Set: (10 minutes)

· Color Wheel review using SmartBoard
Lesson Development: (40 minutes)

· Jackson Pollock introduction using SmartBoard

· Teacher gives instructions on the tempera painting

· Students work on the tempera painting

· Students collaborate to create class Jackson Pollock “drip” painting

Closure: (10 minutes)

· Students and teacher interact with www.jacksonpollock.org  on the SmartBoard


	Students, who the teacher feels already have a good grasp on the color wheel, will be asked to assist the rest of the class by guiding them to the right answer. For instance the teacher might have those students stand by the color wheel and point out various colors to the class.
For those students who are grasping the color wheel and following the teacher instructions, the teacher will make sure that they do not speed through the project. The teacher might even allow them to stay at one station longer, if they are getting good results from a particular item dipped in paint.
